6. Accidental release measures

Keep unnecessary personnel away. Keep people away from and upwind of spill/leak. Eliminate all
ignition sources (no smoking, flares, sparks, or flames in immediate area). Wear appropriate
protective equipment and clothing during clean-up. Do not touch damaged containers or spilled
material unless wearing appropriate protective clothing. Ventilate closed spaces before entering
them.

Large Spills: Stop the flow of material, if this is without risk. Dike the spilled material, where this is
possible. Use a non-combustible material like vermiculite, sand or earth to soak up the product
and place into a container for later disposal. Following product recovery, flush area with water.

Small Spills: Absorb with earth, sand or other non-combustible material and transfer to containers
for later disposal. Wipe up with absorbent material (e.g. cloth, fleece). Clean surface thoroughly to
remove residual contamination.

Methods and materials for
containment and cleaning up
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Ethanol is soluble in water and therefore precautions should be taken to protect surface and
groundwater sources from contamination. Stay upwind and away from spill. Wear appropriate
protective equipment including respiratory protection as conditions warrant. Do not enter or stay in
area unless monitoring indicates that it is safe to do so. Isolate hazard area and restrict entry to
emergency crew. Extremely flammable. Review Firefighting Measures, Section 5, before
proceeding with clean up. Keep all sources of ignition (flames, smoking, flares, etc.) and hot
surfaces away from release. Contain spill in smallest possible area. Recover as much product as
possible (e.g. by vacuuming). Stop leak if it can be done without risk. Use water spray to disperse
vapors. Use compatible foam to minimize vapor generation as needed. Spilled material may be
absorbed by an appropriate absorbent, and then handled in accordance with environmental
regulations.  Prevent spilled material from entering sewers, storm drains, other unauthorized
treatment or drainage systems and natural waterways.
